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Thai Foreign Policy in the global context

Back in 1986, when the Cold War was still very much a reality, Thailand, at the
United Nations, called for "a new world order of peace and justice". A few years later,
the world did indeed change, the Cold War ended and the President of the United States
came to the fore front and also called for " a new world order".

Now in the 1990's, Thailand has continued to be active in the international arena.
Whenever appropriate, Thailand would serve as a peacemaker and a bridge between two
or more adversaries. Thailand continues to be a firm supporter of the United Nations.
Thailand has been one of the early advocates of United Nations' role in preventive
diplomacy. Realizing that preventive diplomacy cannot work without timely and
accurate information with analysis on global situations, Thailand, again back in 1986,
called for the creation of "an early warning system" for the United Nations. Such a
system is now high on the United Nations Secretary-General's agenda. In addition,
Thailand has contributed military as well as civilian personnels to the United Nations
peace-keeping operations around the world, including Namibia, Irag/Kuwait, and closer
to home, Cambodia. Indeed, several battalions of the military engineers risked their lives
to clear the minefields, placed by warring factions inside Cambodia, to safeguard lives,
peace and opportunities for infrastructural developments of Cambodia.

The unemployment rate came in at 4.5 percent in July, unchanged from June, while
employers cut 42,000 jobs outside the farm sector last month, compared with a revised
loss 0f 93,000 jobs in June, the Labor Department reported.

Separately Friday, the National Association of Purchasing Management (NAPM) said its
monthly non-manufacturing index fell to 48.9 in July from 52.1 in June, further evidence
of'a down economy.

Any reading below 50 suggests activity shrank in the services sector, which includes
everything from transportation to legal and financial services. The non-manufacturing
index also fell below 50 in May and April.

While the unemployment report was a bit better than expected — analysts had forecast
unemployment would rise to 4.6 percent and 50,000 jobs would be lost — it still pointed to
overall weakness and means the Federal Reserve remains likely to cut interest rates again
later this month.

"It's way too premature to talk about a recovery," Tucker Anthony chief economist
Kathleen Camilli said.

"It's not as bad as we thought, but it's still going in the wrong direction," David Orr, chief
economist at First Union Corp., told Reuters Friday.

Manufacturing, the hardest hit sector in the recent economic slowdown, shed 49,000 jobs
in July, less than half the losses in each month in the second quarter, the department said.
The sector has lost 837,000 jobs over the last year.

A
partnership based on common values, a shared commitment to peace and stability. Soon
our militaries are going to be working together to help restore order in East Timor, and I
would like to point out that Thailand’s response to Indonesia’s request to participate in
INTERFET demonstrates your commitment to regional stability and to your Asian
neighbor. And because of Thailand’s demonstrated interests in working to resolve
disputes and maintain security, it’s appropriate that Thailand is playing a leading role in
East Timor by supplying some fifteen hundred troops and INTERFET’s Deputy
Commander. The United States commitment to Thailand and to Southeast Asia is strong
and enduring in both good times and bad. We have learned from experience that your
prosperity contributes to our prosperity, and that is why President Clinton announced a
1.7 billion dollar assistance package to Thailand last year. The Thai people have shown
great discipline and resiliance in conquering economic problems. We’ve also learned that
your security contributes to our security. And that is why the United States and Thailand
and our militaries conduct more than 20 training exercises a year. And now the United
State and Thailand are working together to design exercises to train peacekeepers. This is
another example of how the bonds between our militaries contribute to stability and
security of Southeast Asia.
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
