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Thai newspapers are famous for their use of slang. It is very difficult for non-Thai
readers if you are not familiar with ‘newspaper language’. You need to know the cultural
background of the news or persons who are involved in the news. For example, for the
word ‘football’ the Thais will transliterate the word ‘Weuaa’, the word for ‘football
player’ they will use ‘dntee’ which literally means ‘the kicker’, the football competition
will be referred to as ‘@nmIawav’ literally ‘war of shin duel’ or ‘to compete in football
playing’. In the political news, they will call a high ranking politician with the word “fin’
followed by the person’s name or nickname, e.g. ‘finanw’ being referred to the former
prime minister Chuan Leekpai, ‘findy’ being referred to General Chavalit Yongchaiyut,
etc. You might see a lot of words referring to the groups of people, for example: ‘WIN&
ANA/khaki color group = police force’ or ‘WIn&LAe1d/green color group = Army’. The
newspapers that use this type of language are usually called ‘utla&aRuwaILIY’

(a daily publication specifically targeted to the common folk in the country). This type of
newspaper usually reports the crime news on their first page and the stories and pictures
are vivid and more dramatic.

For the beginning learners of Thai, to be able to understand even a small part of the news,
it requires more than looking up unknown words in the dictionary. Background
knowledge as well as the familiarity with slang is the most important key to mastering the
task.

Answer: The writer thinks the patience of the Thai government and the sympathy of
the Thai public have already been sorely tested by the seizure of the Burmese Embassy.
The Thai public also might feel that the hospitality and privileges they have extended
the students have been abused. He also blames the National Security Council and other
security agencies for not having tighter controls.
