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In Thailand, women are taking on new roles beyond that of homemaker. Middle and
upper class Thai women are becoming engineers, pilots, doctors, politicians,
government officials, and even military and police officers. For lower class women
opportunities in non-farming jobs have been opened up in light manufacturing, such
as silicon chip and other high technology manufacture, as well as more traditional
garment and shoe industries.

Thais regard employment as a government official or military officer as carrying high
prestige. Although such jobs do not pay well, they guarantee near total job security.
Government officials and military officers usually get subsidies for housing, free
health care, reimbursement for their children’s education and transportation. There
are still some upper class Thais who look down on big business, because they are
usually run by Chinese immigrants and other ethnic minority groups which include
Malays and Indians.

Salaries in Thailand, for both the government and the military do not provide what
most Americans would consider decent living conditions unless one is a high level
civil servant or military officer. For example, a second lieutenant in the the Royal
Thai Army or a junior government official can earn as little as $275 a month. A bank
teller can earn approximately $150 a month. To survive, these people rely on the
traditional Thai family support structure. Unmarried young adults will still live and
be supported by their parents. For married couples who have children, there is no day
care as in the USA, but instead the children are looked after by the grandparents. Half
of the population are in labor forces with the minimum wage of about $4 a day.

Government officials and career military retire at age 60. They can choose a lump
sum pension or monthly payment. Due to recent military force reductions, career
soldiers who retire earlier than age 60 will be promoted to the next rank for retirement

pay purposes.

The cost of living in Thailand

The cost of living in Thailand is still considered relatively low compared to the U.S.
or other Western countries. However, it varies from city to city and depends mostly
on individual lifestyle. For example, a less fortunate person can only send their
children to a free public school while the middle and upper class prefer to send their
children to exclusive private schools.

In Thailand, poor people either live in government housing with their whole family in
one room, or rent sub-standard housing in a poor neighborhood. Renting a place to
live is not a common practice in Thailand. A young couple just starting out either try
to buy a small house of their own or simply continue living with their parents. Most
rental housing is built for European or American expatriates who can afford to pay
rental rates comparable to those in big US cities.
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In general a family of four can eat well with 200 baht daily provided that they cook at
home. Hotel restaurants are usually expensive because they mostly cater to Western
visitors or Thais with expense accounts.

All cars are imported therefore the price is very high. Most people depend on public
transportation but are often crowded. The bus drivers put their passengers at risk by
overloading their vehicles and going at high speed in search of other potential
passengers along the road. Taxis seem cheap to foreigners, but not for most Thai
people. To save time and money one should be ready to walk (carefully watching for
cars and motorcycles) since the traffic in Bangkok is one of the worst in the world.

Your boss wants you to write a
report listing the salaries of ten different people — each of whom does a different job
at the company. Working with a partner, write down the salaries and types of jobs
using full sentences.

Activity 8 (Pair Work)

Working in pairs, pretend that you and your partner are managers of a new hospital
and you need a number of employees with varying skills — ranging from doctors to
janitors. Write hiring announcements for the various occupations specifying the skills
needed for each position. Write at least ten hiring announcements for ten different
positions.

Activity 9 (Pair Work)

Imagine that one of you is a landlord, the other a renter. The apartment in question
needs a lot of repairs so the renter needs to ask the landlord for a carpenter, a plumber,
a painter, etc. to get the apartment into shape. The landlord should suggest the names
and phone numbers of people who can do the repairs and maintenance, and what they
charge.

Activity 10 (Pair Work)

One person can pretend to be a career counselor and the other a university student.
The student is seeking advice on possible careers. Discuss various degrees and
careers. What kind of training does each job require? How well does it pay? What
are the important aspects to consider before entering each field?

Activity 11 (Group Work)

Each student should give a personal history describing where he or she formerly
worked and lived. Give details of former jobs, apartments and homes, schools, the
cost of living, etc. Which place was the cheapest and which was the most expensive
to live?
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Activity 12 (Group Work)

The class will work together as a group. Each student will be given five minutes to
prepare a self-introduction to the class. Then, they will give a short autobiography to
the class concerning their education, occupations, and family background. Class
members will take turns asking additional information. Students may use their own
information or create an identity.

Activity 13 (Group Work)

The class will be divided into three groups of students. Each student within the group
will assume an identity, including a career and an income. Ask your group mates
about his/her occupation, monthly income and annual income.

Activity 14 (Group Work)

While still in the same groups as above, students will take turns describing their
identity, occupation and income, to the rest of the class. Members of the other groups
must try to determine the occupation from the cues provided. Alternate turns so that
everyone in the group gets a chance.
