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Housing

Older Bangkok residents lie in separate, private houses, located either in high-density
neighborhoods or, increasingly rare, in relatively spacious compounds in long-
established residential areas like Dusit and Bangkapi. The Sukhumvit Road area is
predominantly a middle-class residential section.

Outlying residential districts continue to expand rapidly as more housing estates are
built to accommodate both the flow of migrants converging on the capital from the
upper country and the new generation of young married couples who are increasingly
leaving their parents' homes for places of their own. Rising land values, however, are
producing new housing concepts, especially in the more congested inner city. More
and more Thais are moving into " town house" projects. Hundreds of these projects
have been constructed in the city, some consisting of several dozen units in an area
that once contained a single dwelling. Western-style apartment buildings are
inhabited mainly by foreigners where rent is beyond the reach of many average
citizens.

As the 1990's got underway, the biggest residential boom was in condominium
construction. An important factor in the sale of condominium units has been a desire
to escape the traffic jams which add hours to suburban commuting times.

Throughout Bangkok, lining main roads and side streets, are innumerable two-three-
and four-story shop houses which contain specialty shops, restaurants, or small
factories that are generally family concerns. Workers and family are commonly
housed on upper floors. Such dwellings rarely have recreational space or gardens,
though imaginative roof-top plantings can be glimpsed on some. Automobiles are
generally parked inside on the ground floor and children play on the sidewalks
outside. Poorer people often live in single-story houses made of scrap lumber,
concentrated around the port area and in certain suburbs. Government public housing
usually takes the form of low rise blocks of simple flats located throughout the city.

The rapid growth of Bangkok has severely strained its facilities and led to a number
of serious problems. The city now has over a million registered motor vehicles and
because of the limited road surface traffic congestion is heavy in downtown areas.
Moreover, some parts of the city are sinking due to the pumping of water from
artesian wells to supply suburban projects and drainage is inadequate in others; both
have resulted in periodic flooding during the rainy season. Check this out before you
sign a lease!

Hotels
Large hotels in Bangkok and other big cities in Thailand meet the Western standard of
living and beyond. However, in cheaper hotels and guest houses, especially in

provincial areas, you may find rooms without a western- style toilet and a large
earthenware water jar with a small bowl for Thai-style bathing. Hotel rooms will
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either be air-conditioned or have a ceiling fan (WAAN). An important thing to check
when checking into a provincial hotel room is the state of the mesh screens (3J9870)
on the windows used to prevent mosquitoes from getting in. Ifit is in bad shape,
mosquitoes will emerge from nowhere to feast on you in the middle of the night.

Hotel prices do not include meals unless it is a package tour. Often there is a coffee
shop in the hotel where you can order both Thai and Western food. Ifit is a large
hotel, it may have a number of restaurants too.

It is worth pointing out that many cheap hotels double as brothels and even many of
the cheaper ‘straight’ hotels are used primarily for assignations. So, if you are greeted
by a puzzled look when you arrive alone and ask for a room for a week, you have
probably chosen the wrong hotel!
