At the end of this lesson, the students will be able to give instructions about first aid
procedures. Under this Terminal Learning Objective, the students will be able to:

1. Apply first aid. This task will include:
* Dress a wound
* Describe first aid procedures
* Describe CPR procedures

2. Identify items in a first aid kit. This task will include:
* Describe the contents of a first aid kit
* Describe a toiletries bag
* Name items used giving first aid
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First aid is one of the most important things you need to know well while on duty. When
you go on missions abroad, you need to be able to communicate about first aid
operations. You may need to request first aid or to direct someone to do it in the target
language. This lesson will provide you with the language needed to talk about first aid
operations in Thai.

Tip of the Day

Sometimes, it is necessary to ask for help from people who are nearby by shouting to
them. The most common Thai expression for asking for help in an emergency is “228&l
ee1!”, which corresponds to the English “Help me!”.

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Thai Pharmacies

A Thai pharmacy (7U218e1 %32 WivuNaen) is always a separate establishment and
not just a section of a drugstore as it is in the United States. Usually a s7u21a8 is
smaller than a ¥¥1921&181 and only medicine and some related items such as toiletries are
sold at the drugstore. Most of the medications, if they are not illegal, can be readily
bought over the counter.

Activity 4
