Exercise 1 (Pair Work)

Exercise 4

You are presenting a class to Thai officers on aviation tactics and you mention the A10
Warthog aircraft in passing. One of the students asks what is an A10 Warthog and how is
it employed in a combat situation. You are to prepare a response to this inquiry and
present it to the class when called upon. Your response will include the type of aircraft,
the weapons it carries and its primary mission.
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Exercise 5 (Pair Work)

Continuation of Exercise 4. Another student has asked you about aerial reconnaissance
and the types of aircraft used to perform this activity. You and your partner will prepare
a response to this question and present it to the class. Your instructor will judge the
quality of your presentation.

Exercise 6 (Class Work)

You are in the field presenting a class on US artillery to a class of foreign officers and a
Thai student asks you what the difference is between a 155 towed howitzer and a 155
tracked howitzer. Together as a class, prepare a response to this question and present the
answer to your instructor. If your instructor understands your response, then you have
succeeded. If your instructor asks more questions to gain an understanding then you have
failed. Repeat the activity until your instructor knows the difference.

Thai military forces have an unusual mix of military equipment. It is necessary to take
this into consideration when giving classes on tactics, because some foreign military
equipment cannot be employed using US tactics. The equipment may not be able to
perform within US standards, for example the barrels of an anti-aircraft gun may not
depress or elevate to the same angels as a US anti-aircraft gun. Be careful that you do not
criticize or belittle their military for not having the latest and greatest in equipment.

Work with what they have and come up with better ways to utilize the equipment on
hand.
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Activity 1 (Class Work)

You are conducting a conversation in the NCO club about the quality of US artillery and
how the US employs its artillery. A Thai officer says that Thailand still uses Russian
artillery and has asked your opinion on the quality of the two pieces of artillery. As a
class, prepare a statement to answer the question and present your collective answer to
your teacher. Your instructor will rate your response as satisfactory or unsatisfactory.

Activity 2 (Class Work)

(Continuation of Activity 1) The Thai officer also stated that they still use the old Soviet
deployment doctrine and want you to explain US artillery deployment. As a class,
prepare a statement to answer these two questions. When finished give your answer to
your instructor. If he or she understands, you have succeeded, if not you have failed.
Continue until your instructor understands.

Activity 3 (Pair Work)

You are explaining armor tactics and have mentioned “High Speed Avenues of
Approach” and “Slow Go and No Go” areas. The foreign students look a little confused,
so you try to explain. Using the vocabulary list in the lesson and past lessons, prepare an
explanation in detail. Be prepared to give your explanation to the class when called
upon.

You are giving a situation report on a current combined arms exercise in two hours.

Activity 5

Combined Armed Training at Army Tactical Center

The RTA-initiated combined armed training across-the-board enables participating forces
to display their battlefield capabilities, as well as their tactical operations, to the full. The
exercise is followed by a large-scale operating procedures, including elaborate tactical
aspects, and operational plans and orders.

In actual fact, this is the introduction of "force-on-force" exercise, or a two-side free play.
The training units are divided into the friendly force and the opponent force, each side
being tasked with a mission to set up its own operational procedure, and to map out an
elaborate counter-operation. The two sides are made aware of the fact that each step they
took will cause a mutual impact. The two warring parties are required to abide by the
foothold of the RTA doctrine in their attack and counter-attack maneuvers.

Activity 6

Use the following training scenario as a guide to help you develop a similar pre-invasion
plan (in Thai) for a combined arms team. Present your briefing to the class when called
upon.

Training Scenario:
Task: Plan a deliberate anti-armor ambush

Conditions: Given a map and an identified choke point where you are to conduct a
point ambush, prepare a warning order (WARNORD).

Standards: The attacking unit maneuvers to the ambush site undetected and is
prepared to execute the ambush at the designated time. The attacking unit surprises
the opposing force and destroys their armored vehicles. Friendly losses are
minimized and no sweep of the kill zone is conducted to collect intelligence.

WARNORD

1. Situation: Military Intelligence predicts that enemy armor units will invade
from the north on the mountain road. A forward artillery observer has been
attached to our unit.

2. Mission: Our mission is to be ready to ambush the enemy at 0300 when they
reach a choke point at the bridge.

3. General Instructions:

a. Chain of command: CPT Jones is in command. MSG Smith is second in
command.
b. Uniform and equipment: standard uniform and equipment
c. Special weapons: anti-armor mines and rockets
d. Time schedule:
(1) Earliest time of move: 2100
(2) Time and place of Operation Order: 2000
(3) Probable execution time: 0300
(4) Inspection time: 2030
(5) Rehearsal time: 1600

4. Special Instructions:

a. Medic: all casualties will be treated and evacuated from the rally point
b. Artillery observer will call for field artillery support fire on order from
CPT Jones
