Answers: The man on the left is Thaksin Shinawatra, the first businessman to ever be
elected Prime Minister. His telecommunications business makes him possibly the
richest man in Thailand. He was acquitted in August 2001 of corruption charges
involving the transfer of assets to his chauffeur and maids. Chuan Leekpai was
Shinawatra’s immediate predecessor. Although long involved in national politics,
Chuan has a reputation for integrity, but was not able to bring Thailand out of the
economic troubles caused by the devaluation of the Baht in 1997. In Thailand, many
people see Thaksin as new, vigorous and “can do”’; while Chuan is seen as honest and
dignified but perhaps not successful in returning Thailand to the high levels of
economic growth of the late 1980’s and early 1990’s.
