Education: Years compulsory--6. Literacy--96% male, 92% female.

The education system in current practice provides six years at the primary level, three
years at the lower secondary level, three years at the upper secondary level, and four
years at the tertiary level. Although only six years of primary schooling are now
compulsory, a project to widen access to lower secondary level has been actively
implemented nationwide by a special Cabinet approval since 1987. The widening
access is a first step towards an eventual goal of nine-year compulsory education.

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Tip of the Day

The Thai government reported a survey in 1998 that the population in Thailand is now
61.25 million: 32.93 million are working people and 15 million are students in primary,
secondary, and high schools. The present bio-data revealed that several million people
are searching for increased learning opportunities.

In the National Economic and Social Development Plan no. 8, which is the Thai
government policy, Thailand is seeking to extend compulsory education from 6 to 9
years up to 12 years. This means the number of students eligible to enter higher
education will double. The Ministry of University Affairs reported total enrollments in
1999 of public and private universities of 1,012,285 students. Unfortunately, when
compulsory education is implemented there will be no space for these additional
students who will be eligible for higher education. The need in vocational education
and training are also growing since working people are required to develop themselves
to meet organizational needs. The subjects that are currently needed are computer,
English, and management. The report from the Bureau of Higher Education Standards
in 1999 shows that Thai institutions pay less attention to teaching non-degree programs
and vocational training.

Thailand has scored high in increasing its literacy rate in the past decades, but poverty
still continues to drive large numbers of its children in the remote areas out of school.
The UNESCO study shows that the causes of dropping out among primary school
children (6-11 age group) are inter-related among personal, socio-cultural conditions.

There are more than 31,000 government schools throughout the country, which
accounts for 90 percent of the total primary schools. According to the formal estimates,
there is one state primary school for every two villages.

However, numbers of schools alone do not mean the ability, or success, in drawing
back children who have dropped out, or keeping enrollees in class.

Official statistics show that of the children who enrolled in Grade 1 in primary schools
in 1990 and completed Grade 6 in 1995, 14.2 percent dropped out.

The study says 43.1 percent of parents who did not send their children to schools
wanted them to earn extra income for the family, while 39.03 percent could not afford
to pay school fees. And 42.7 percent wanted their children to stay at home to help with
housework.

On the 29" December 1999, the Commander — in — Chief of the RTA and the Ministry of
Education signed a cooperation agreement between the RTA and the Ministry of
Education. The agreement was to cooperate in running the White School Project. The
cooperation between the two organizations will bring about a reformation in education
under the authority of the National Education Act of 1999.

The RTA and the Ministry of Education agreed upon 4 cooperative activities, as follows:

1. Cooperation between teachers, police and military to conduct the White School
Project. The military is being asked to join White School committees all over the
country, especially schools located near military installations.

2. Production of TV and radio programs in order to run a public information
campaign against narcotics, obscenity, gambling and guerrilla activity thus,
conducting PSYOP targeting the nation’s youth.

3. Training and developing knowledge so soldiers will gain better skills and
experience.

Principle and Reasons

The project has been continuously implemented in most communities. All measures
including prevention, intelligence and security are being prepared for the White School
committees to gain more confidence in fighting the narcotics problem in schools.

Objectives

1. To decrease the spread of narcotics in schools.

2. To support and promote self-protection and problem-solving skills in order to eradicate
drugs in schools, with the cooperation of government authorities especially military and
police units, and the private sector.

3. In order for students, teachers, school administrators, parents, policemen, military
personnel and leaders of the communities to conduct self — protection and develop

solutions to the narcotics problem.

4. The declaration of the White School as Narcotics Free in 2000, on the December 5,
2000 was a present of royal merit for His Majesty the King on his birthday
