Vehicle smuggling is still a problem along Thai - Cambodian border. The situation on
the Thai - Burmese border has improved, but Burma continues to deploy troops near
the Thai border. RTA units were able to capture 1,161 illegal immigrants (631 from
Cambodia, 43 from Lao and 487 from Burma). The RTA units were able to seize
2,494,466 tablets of methamphetamine, 7 kg. of heroin, 230 kg. of marijuana, 9.8 kg.
of opium.

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The Need for Border Village Self Protection

At present, the relationships between Thailand and its neighboring countries are
improving, but problems along the border might affect regional stability in the future.
These problems are: the minority suppression of the Myanmese that may cause incursions
into Thai territory by Myanmar armed forces; displaced persons fleeing the fighting;
illegal immigration; illegal labor; narcotics trafficking; deforestation; illegal trading; and
weapons smuggling.

There are many agencies that deal with these problems, including the Ministry of the
Interior; Ministry of Agriculture and Cooperatives; and the Ministry of Labor. The Thai
government will require action from each of the Ministries involved because national
security requires that order be established in the western border area despite the
difficulties of working in a mountainous and heavily forested land containing multiple
races and cultures.

The Thai government has been trying to grant citizenship to the local people who live in
the areas claimed by Thailand. In order to take advantage of that program, the minority
groups that live in Myanmese territory, who are not considered ethnic Thais, sometimes
migrate into Thailand. These minority groups are illegal immigrants, and they create
problems for national security.

Besides trying to claim Thai citizenship, illegal immigrants also cross the border into
Thailand to escape repression in Myanmar. These people are considered displaced
persons. As a humanitarian measure, the Thai government has set up many temporary
camps inside the Thai border to shelter them. This mission is the responsibility of the
Ministry of the Interior, and the ministry coordinates with various NGO’s such as the
BBC, AMI, MSF , DEP, COERR , and ZOA Refugee Lave. Sufficient food and clothing
are provided for the displaced persons so that they will have enough resources to earn a
living when they return to Myanmar. The Royal Thai Army has set up procedures and
policies to deliver these displaced persons back to their own territory. The return of
displaced persons policy requires that transportation of the displaced persons must be
performed only if the situation is secure; the displaced persons volunteer to return; and
the mission has been approved by the Area Army Commander.

Bringing law and order to the people along the border is part of the RTA Border Self

Protection Village Project, and is being carried out in 30 border provinces all over the
country. This project is categorized into 3 systems as follows:
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1.

Population System: The villages are organized by means of local governance act
B.C.2457, the population census and the population registration and
identification. In addition, the government also provides public services for those
villages.

Protection System: The military takes part in training people to be capable in
self-defense from initial threats by setting up shelters and information distribution
towers, and distributing shotguns in order for the villagers to defend themselves
before the officials can arrive.

Development System: This system encourages the local people to acquire skills,
knowledge, methods and equipment in order to increase the quantity and improve
the quality of their products. Besides the protection of the country, which is their
direct duty, the RTA also takes part in the development of the border areas in
order to decrease the illegal activities that threaten national security. By
encouraging the local people to develop in this way, their lives will be more
happy and prosperous, and ultimately the nation as a whole will be more secure.

A simple, flexible plan that you
and your people will understand and use is better than a complex, burdensome
publication. Imagine that your task is to explain how to create an antiterrorism plan to
your Thai counterparts. Working in groups of four, each takes a point below to clarify to
your counterparts in Thai.

A threat assessment. What is outside your gate? Usually you will not exactly
know, so provide the best general description of the threat that you and your
people can develop. The concept isn’t to list a number of terrorist or extremist
organizations, but rather to provide a realistic general setting of what may
develop as a threat. Develop a procedure to keep this assessment current.

Instructions for disseminating terrorist warnings and indications. How will
you disseminate warnings if a threat does develop? Give this thought. Proper
threat dissemination capabilities can save lives.

Procedures for responding to a terrorist attack. “Rock drill” possible responses
with your unit or organization and other appropriate people, such as local
authorities.

Procedures for reporting terrorist incidents. Establish the method by which
you will keep your chain of command informed.
