Trade and Investment

The U.S. is Thailand's largest trading partner; in 1999 imports from Thailand totaled
$14.3 billion and exports totaled $5 billion, resulting in a U.S. trade deficit of $9.3
billion. The U.S., Japan, Singapore, and Hong Kong are among Thailand's largest
foreign investors. American investment, concentrated in the petroleum and chemicals,
finance, consumer products, and automobile production sectors, is estimated at $16-
$18 billion. Most major U.S. firms in these sectors are represented in Thailand.

Bank of Thailand (BOT) injects over 50 billion bath into business in thelst quarter

BANGKOK, June 4 (TNA) — In a bid to jumpstart the country’s economy, the Bank of
Thailand unveiled yesterday that more than 50 billion bath had been injected into the
business sector during the first quarter of this year.

But of this, only 1.7 billion bath had been given to small- and medium-size
enterprises (SMEs).

The central bank said in a report that it had given 29 billion bath in financial
assistance to the key economic sector during that period through financial institutions.

This, coupled with 23.5 billion bath lent directly by financial institutions, brought
the total loans extended to the sector to 52.5 billion bath.

According to the report, operators ranked highest for seeking financial aids from
the BOT are in the export sector with loans totaling 13.5 billion bath.

An improving export outlook and other indicators have investors looking at Thailand in
increasing numbers. The Board of Investment (BOI), meanwhile, is tightening its rules to
ensure more competitiveness.

Signs of recovery first emerged late last year because of the improvement in the global
economy, said Staporn Kavitanon, secretary-general of the Board of Investment.

According to a report on 600 companies that held BOI promotional privileges, their
capacity utilization rate rose to 77% in the first quarter of this year from 74% in the
fourth quarter of 1999. The rate is substantially higher than the 58% reported in the
overall manufacturing sector.

The value of exports by BOI-promoted companies grew by 16% in the first quarter. The
agency has forecast a 15% growth rate for the year, compared with 10% for all
manufacturing firms.

Most government policymakers also agree that the growth in value of all Thailand's
exports will outstrip an earlier projection of 6.5%. They cite figures for the first four

months of the year, in which exports totaled US$21.93 billion, a 24.3% rise year-on-year.

However, exports in April dropped by 13.7% from March to $5.03 billion, while imports
fell by 6.4% to $4.42 billion.
