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The Thai Judicial System

The Constitution provides for an independent judiciary; however, while the
judiciary generally is regarded as independent, it is subject to corruption and has a
reputation for venality.

The civilian judicial system has three levels of courts: Courts of First Instance,
Courts of Appeal; and the Supreme Court. A separate military court hears criminal and
civil cases pertaining to military personnel as well as those brought during periods of
martial law. There is no right to appeal military court decisions. The Constitutional
Court, charged with interpreting the Constitution, began operating in 1998; the Court
provides a mechanism to implement the Constitution fully. The courts became fully
independent of the Ministry of Justice in August, 2001. Islamic (Shari'a) courts provide
due process and hear only civil cases concerning members of the Muslim minority.
Access to courts or administrative bodies to seek redress is provided for and respected.

There is no trial by jury. A single judge decides trials for misdemeanors, and
more serious cases require two or more judges. While most trials are public, the court
may order a trial closed. Career civil service judges preside over the courts. Judicial
appointments and judicial bodies are not subject to parliamentary review.

Women's right in Thailand

The Constitution has six gender-related articles designed to provide women with
equal rights and protections, but some inequalities in the law remain. A man may sue for
divorce on the grounds that his wife committed adultery, but a woman faces the
additional legal burden of proving that her husband has acknowledged publicly another
women as his wife.

Women have equal access to higher education, and more than half of university
graduates each year are women. However, police and military academies (except for the
nursing academy) do not accept female students, although a significant number of
instructors at the military academies are women. Women constitute 44 percent of the
labor force and hold an increasing share of professional positions, and government
regulations require employers to pay equal wages and benefits for equal work regardless
of gender. Women are able to own and manage businesses freely. In practice women
also receive lower pay for equal work in virtually all sectors of the economy.

Women generally are underrepresented in national politics, especially at senior
levels. There was essentially no change in the number of women assigned or elected to
positions of leadership. There are 15 women among the 264 members of the House of
Representatives; in the 200-member Senate, 21 Senators are women. On average, less
than 10 percent of Parliament members have been women; however, this figure has risen
steadily. Although over half of civil service employees are women, few hold senior
positions.
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The Constitution includes an article that specifies that one-third of the members of
the new National Human Rights Commission be women. The Women and Constitution
Network, a league of 35 women's organizations, advocates for legal reforms to address
legal inequities in the treatment of women. It continues to play an important role in
securing the inclusion of gender equality clauses in legislation that create new
government organizations mandated by the 1997 Constitution.

Mabhathir has just appointed Malaysia's first female attorney general. Malaysia's
Prime Minister Mahathir Mohamad says his government prefers to choose women for top
posts because they make better candidates.

Asked about his recruitment policy during an interview, Mr. Mahathir said "You
have to appoint the person for his or her qualification, not because she is woman or he is
a man." But he said men were too lazy to get the right qualifications. "When I say men
are lazy, it begins with the schools and universities," he told the official Malaysian news
agency Bernama. The prime minister's comments follow the appointment of the first
woman, Ainum Mohamad Saaid, as attorney general. "Serious students in universities
today, over 60% of the students, especially among the Malays, are women and they are
studying serious subjects - engineering, science, management . . "

By comparison, male students were studying subjects whom "they think they can
pass" such as Malay language, Islamic studies and social sciences, he said. "And when
(the men) come into the government, where are we going to place them? They don't have
the capacity to deal with administration," he said. Malaysia is a mostly Muslim country
and although women come under some pressure to dress modestly, they make up an
essential part of the workforce, holding some top posts.

Two cabinet ministers, the solicitor-general and central bank governor are also
women.
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
